CREATIVE WORK COMPETITION
“LATVIA, i AM YOUR CHILD” 

REGULATIONS

1. Goal and tasks of the competition:
1.1. to popularize the Latvian language, promote the awareness of language as a value, and encourage the increase of national self-esteem;

1.2. to welcome students to take part in the creative work (essay, poetry, drawing) competition “Latvia, I am your child” and send the 9 best works (three from each age group: group for classes 1-4, classes 5-9 and classes 10-12) from each school to the Latvian Language Agency.

2. Competition procedure:
2.1. the competition occurs from September 26th, 2012, works are to be sent in until November 18th, 2012;
2.2. the competition is organized by the Latvian Language Agency in collaboration with general and vocational educational institutions;

2.3. information about the competition can be found on the Latvian Language Agency’s homepage www.valoda.lv and are sent to general and vocational educational institutions, which inform their students about the possibility to take part in the competition and evaluates the works submitted by students; 9 best works from each school (three from each age group) are sent to the Latvian Language Agency (e-mail: agentura@valoda.lv (with indication to competition) or by mail: Riga, Lāčplēša street 35-5, LV-1011) for further evaluation;

2.4. when submitting the works, the following must be indicated:

· author’s name, surname;

· class;

· teacher;

· precise name of the school;

· school address;

· contact number and e-mail address. 

3. Criteria for the evaluation of the works:

3.1. accordance of the work to the theme;

3.2. creative solution and originality;

3.3. literary and well-sounding language.

4. Participants of the competition:
4.1. any student from Latvia or abroad can take part in the competition;

4.2. winners will be divided in 3 class groups:

· group for classes 1-4;

· group for classes 5-9;

· group for classes 10-12.

4.3. family members of the Latvian Language Agency employees may not participate in the competition.

5. Determination of the winners:
5.1. A competition jury is formed in the Latvian Language Agency (member from the Latvian National Library Children’s Literature Centre, Riga Teacher Training and Educational Management Academy, Latvian Language Agency, UNESCO LNK and European Commission Translation General Directorate);

5.2. of all the submitted works, the winners are chosen, naming the best work authors in each class group;

5.3. the jury is rightful to award additional consolation prizes.

6. Contest prizes and receiving them:
6.1. the prizes will be awarded to the winners of the competition at the Native Language Day event on February 21st, 2013;

6.2. if the winner can’t accept the prize personally, it is sent by mail.
